3: Our educational purpose

Saga University Faculty of Medicine aims at educating and training physicians who, in their
creative practices of medicine, will be capable of grasping problems they encounter from the
bioethical and socio-cultural point of view, as well as from the science-based medical point
of view. The physicians we will educate here shall meet the following desired requirements:
(1) They will establish sound interpersonal relationships with their colleagues and co-
workers, based on a rigorous sense of ethical conduct, well-rounded humanity, and healthy
empathy toward others (2) They will form a good habit of independent study to acquire
knowledge and skills in medicine (3) They will address a problem in an essential way backed

4: Required Qualification

You need to be qualified as either one of the following students:
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(A) A student who has graduated (or, will graduate in March 2009) from a faculty of
medicine (or dentistry or veterinary) in a Japanese university

(B) A student who has finished (or, will finish in March 2009) the 18-year schooling in Japan
by taking correspondence courses

(C) A student who has finished (or, will finish in March 2009) the 18-year foreign schooling
in Japan by taking a foreign school’s correspondence courses

(D) A student who has graduated from a master’s program (either in Japan or in a foreign
country), or who has spent more than two years in a (Japanese or foreign) five-year
graduate program (which sets up no distinction between the two-year master’s courses and
the three-year doctoral courses) and obtained more than 30 credits under required academic
guidance

(E) A non-medicine (or dentistry or veterinary) -major student who has finished the 16-year
schooling in a foreign country and, afterwards, has had more-than-two-years excellent
working experiences in an academic institution

(F) A student who has finished the 16-year schooling in medicine (or dentistry or veteri-
nary) studies with excellent achievements

(G) A student of 24 (or above) who passes our doctoral-level screening examination

The first exam (English: a 90-minute written exam) will start from 10:30 AM (You can use
your dictionary during this exam, but no electric dictionary should be used). The second

exam (Interview: an oral exam on your research plan) will start from 1:30 PM.

If you are officially accepted, on September 22 (M), 2008, at 2 PM (for the first recruitment)

or March 6 (F), 2009, at 2 PM (for the second recruitment), your exam ID number will be

officially notified on a bulletin board in front of the Student Center (Saga University, Honjo
campus). Afterwards, our official notification of your acceptance, as well as all the
necessary documents for your admission, will be mailed to you. Note: No inquiry about

exam results by phone is acceptable.

7: Admission Procedure

Your filled-out admission documents should be mailed. When mailing them, please have
them registered and mailed to us, by special delivery, between October 21 (T), 2008, and
October 24 (F), 2008, 5 PM (the first recruitment) or between March 24 (T), 2009, and
March 27 (F), 2009, 5 PM (the second recruitment). In case that you cannot submit your

admission documents to us in either of those prescribed periods, your admission will be
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automatically cancelled.

(D) Required documents for application:
@ Use our prescribed envelope for every underlined document.
1: Exam fee (¥30,000) — Please pay it at a bank, using an exam-fee transfer request form

(Form # 8-1). Those who will finish OUR master’s program (or, the first half of OUR

doctoral program) in March 2009 do not need to pay this fee.

2: One mount for an exam-fee receipt (Form # 8-2) — After your payment is safely received,

a bank will return a receipt (Form # 8-1-C) to you. Please don’t forget to attach it to this

prescribed mount.

3: One written application (Form # 2-1), one exam ID sheet (Form # 2-2), and one photo ID

sheet (Form # 2-3) — Please paste your photo (3.5 cm by 3 cm) on each prescribed space.
Your photos have to be less than three months old, as of the date of your application. Also,

each of them has to feature clearly your front bust with no hat on.

4: One transcript — Please obtain it from your alma-mater university. It has to be officially

sealed.

5: One return envelop — On the prescribed envelop, please write your name/address/zip

code, and stick a 350-yen stamp (for special delivery).
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6: One graduation certificate — Please obtain it from your alma-mater university.

7. One certificate of Bachelor’s degree — If you belong to Group B mentioned in the

“Required Qualification,” please have this certificate authorized and submit it to us.

8: One certificate of foreign registration — If you are living in Japan now, please submit to

us this certificate issued by the head of your local government.

9: One tenure certificate — If you are continuing in office or have working experience in a
public/academic institution or a private company, please submit to us whatever officially

proves your status in your present (or past) working place(s) and your working years.

10: Reasons for your application (in 200 words) and a summary of your working experiences
(in 200 words: This document is necessary even for “Special Selection” applicants) — Form

11: If you apply to “Special Selection,” please write the following document: A list of your
past treatises, publications, or research presentations (If you have any, please write the titles
and other necessary information about them [their dates of publication, for instance]-:-In

addition, please attach a copy of each work) — Form # 4

12: One application-approval sheet (Form # 5) — If you are working now (for instance, in

a public office, an educational institution, a hospital, or a business corporation), please have

it filled out by the chief of your division and submit it to us.

13: One address-registration sheet (Form # 9) — Please fill out all the required spaces in your

own hand.

@ We will decide NOT to accept your application documents, if (1) your payment of the
exam fee is not finished yet (2) the receipt of your exam-fee payment is not attached to
the prescribed mount.

@ Your exam fee CAN be returned to you, if (1) you decide not to submit your application
documents to us after your payment is finished (2) we decide not to process your
application documents after your payment is finished (3) your payment is processed twice
or more in error. When you want to know more about those three cases, please contact
our Admission Center (Entrance-Exam Division: TEL/ 0952-28-8177). Except for those

three special cases, you cannot request the return of your exam fee.



(E) Other important instructions for application:
— You cannot request the return of your application documents, as well as your exam fee,

once your application documents are safely processed.

— If your application documents reach us after the deadline, they will not be considered.
— If the information in your application documents is found to be incorrect, your entrance

is likely to be cancelled.

6: Outline of Exams

If you apply to “General Selection,” whether or not your entrance is officially approved is
based, primarily, on the following points: (1) your English-exam result (2) your essay-exam
result (3) your interview-exam result. On the other hand, if you apply to “Special Selec-
tion,” it is based on (1) your English-exam result (2) your essay-exam result (3) your

interview-exam result (4) your statement-of-purpose documents.

The date of the exams is September 3 (W), 2008 [for the first recruitment] or February 13

(F), 2009 [for the second recruitment]. Please come to Faculty of Medicine, Saga University
(Nabeshima campus) by 9:10 AM.

The first exam (English: a 60-minute written exam) will start from 9:30 AM (If you are an
applicant with working experiences, you can use your dictionary during this exam; but, if
you are not, you will not be allowed to use it. Also, no electric dictionary should be used).
The second exam (a 60-minute essay exam) will start from 11:00 AM. The third exam

(Interview: an oral exam on your research area) will start from 1:00 PM.

If you are officially accepted, on September 22 (M), 2008, at 2 PM (for the first recruitment)

or March 6 (F), 2009, at 2 PM (for the second recruitment), your exam ID number will be

officially notified on a bulletin board in front of the Student Center (Saga University, Honjo
campus). Afterwards, our official notification of your acceptance, as well as all the
necessary documents for your admission, will be mailed to you. Note: No inquiry about

exam results by phone is acceptable.

7: Admission Procedure

Your filled-out admission documents should be mailed. When mailing them, please have
them registered and mailed to us, by special delivery, between October 21 (T), 2008, and
October 24 (F), 2008, 5 PM (the first recruitment) or between March 24 (T), 2009, and
March 27 (F), 2009, 5 PM (the second recruitment). In case that you cannot submit your

admission documents to us in either of those prescribed periods, your admission will be
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automatically cancelled.

The following is a list of all the necessary documents for your admission:

(A) Some prescribed documents such as a written oath or a student card (They will be
mailed from us to you, along with our official notification of your acceptance)

(B) One graduation certificate, or, one retirement verification — If you are planning to
graduate from your university or graduate school in March 2009, please submit to us your
graduation certificate SHORTLY after your graduation. In case that you are an applicant
with working experiences, you should submit to us an admission-acceptance form issued by
the head of your present working place.

(C) One certificate of foreign registration — In case that you already submitted this
certificate as a part of your application documents, you don’t need to submit it this time.
However, in case that you only submitted a copy of your passport in the application period,
you will be required to clear all the necessary processes for an official change of your
residential qualification, and submit this certificate to us right after the admission period.
(D) Admission fee (¥282,000) and tuition fee (¥267,900 [for the first 2009 semester only]
or ¥535,800 [for the first and second 2009 semesters]) — Each sum is subject to change
slightly. The payment methods will be notified in detail after you are officially accepted. In
case that you cannot pay your tuition fee for the first semester during the admission period,

please pay it between April 10 (F), 2009, and April 30 (Th), 2009. In case that you choose to

decline your admission after your admission procedure is completed, please notify us of your

declination by March 31 (T), 2009 — Then, only your tuition fee can be returned to you

afterwards. However, your admission fee cannot be returned to you in any case. Last but
not least, please never fail to check a document on our admission/tuition-fee-waiver system,

which will be mailed to you with other admission documents.
